In the early 1980y, Susan Katerman found
herself desining to create a unique, high-
quality mencal expersence for young
musicians in Indanapolis and central Indana.
Ot of that desire, the New World Chamber
Orchestra was born. Under Mrs, Kitterman's
drection, this small ensemble of less than 20
muncians matured artatically, grew in size,
ncreased its performance and educational
opportunition, and receved high acclaim from
the community. The growth has continued
over the organization's 37 seasons and now
bossts 3 leveled ensembles with over 200
total members from ages 9 to 18,
Supplemental educational cpportunitees
necluding Music Theory, Music Hatory,
Chamber playing, and Conducting have been
offered to orchestra members in addition to
master classes, section coaching, performing
towry, and vints to and from collegiate music
schools in Indiana. Many of cur young
muscians alo sttend summer muc camps
and particpate in concerto competitions, the
Indiana All-State Orchestra, the Indiamapols
Symphoey Orchestra's Side-by-Side
Program, Honor Orchestra of Amenica, and

Toccata and Fugue in D Minor (year unknown)

Johann Sebastian Bach (transcribed for orchestra by Leopold Stokowski)
Born Mar, 31, 1685 in Esenach, Germany

Died Jul. 28,1750 in Leipzig, Germany

Johann Sebastian Bach:

Baroque composer Johann Sebastian Bach was surrounded by music his whole kfe
and owes much of his music knowledge to his family and to the works of the great
composers of his time. He was educated in theology, Latin, and Greek; and
learned how to play the organ, harpsichord, clavichord, and the vickn; though the
organ would later become the instrument he valued most. Throughout his life
Bach held many different musical positions in churches and became well known as
a keyboardist and composer, though he never worked outside of Germany. He
composed 1,128 pieces of music in his lifetime, and at least 23 more that were
either lost or unfinished. These included cantatas, concertos, suites, sonatas, and
keyboard, organ, and choral works,

Toccats and Fugue in D Minor:

Perhaps Bach's most mysterious piece, the exact date of release of Toccata and
Fugue in D Minor and even whether or not it was most definitely written by him is
unknown. |t was first published by Felix Mendelssohn in 1833, almost eighty years
after the death of Bach. The piece is broken into two sections: s toccats, which is &
musical form for keyboard meant to showcase the musician’s touch and technique;
and a fugue. whech is a composition where a princapal theme (a melody or phrase)
i5 introduced and then developed with more moving parts throughout the piece.
Onginally composed for the organ, it was later arranged for an orchestra by

Leopold Stokowski for Disney’s Fantasia in the 1940’; to which much credit for its
populanity is due. Though most commonly associated with the horror genre in film,
scholars bebeve that it is actually Bach calling to God; as the majority of his works
were written as a form of prasse.

News Around the World in 1705-1750:

Open the Door (1990)
Dr. Gwyneth Van Anden Walker
Born March 22nd, 1947~ New York

Dr. Gwyneth Van Anden Walker—better known as Dr. Walker or Gwyneth Walker —is »
contemporary composer known for the transformative and conversationally humorous
qualities of her works, as well as ber acceptance of musicuns from ol walks of life and
emphasis on collaboration within the ensemble. Boasting a bachelor’s from Brown's
University and master’s from the Hartt School of Music, Gwyneth Walker’s experience
spans decades and genres. She's made it a point of her music to focus on the inter-woven
qualities of an ensemble. The people, the stories, its combined potental—all parts of the
ensemble, beycad the techmcal aspects, are encouraged to shine through her work, Her
preces have been played by choral ensembles, orchestral ensembles, chamber ensembles
and symphonies all across the country, and she has over 140 separate works under her
name. Regardless of thewr variety, all her works share a common theme of communality,
conversation, beauty, and an oddly familiar sense of homely warmth,

In a celebration of The Women's Phiharmonic’s tenth season in 1991, Gwyneth Walker
composed Open the Door—a multifaceted gem of a piece that plays on that sense of

corversation within the ensemble. The song opens with a cello sclo that breaks the
silence of the hall: a short, fleeting phrase left unconducted by the head of the
symphony. It's sk to a question, complete with an underlying percussive line from the
bongos that emphasizes the open-ended nature of the phrase and functions as a sort of
punctuation,

It's this uncertain and hesitant initation for the next member of the conversation, the
flute, to answer the cello’s call and carry the phrase slong, Then, s if to elaborate on
the kne presented by the flute, the clarinet interjects; the flute carries on.

Ushering the conversatica further, the benges pop into play and repeat that initial
rhythm from the beginning. Its a imple kne that strings the solos together ke thread
theough a loom, Each soleist cues the other into the conversation before the trumpet
turns it over to the rest of the ensemble. Every section falls into place during the piece,
presenting its own thoughts and identity, yet maintamning its role within the work as »
whele. Everyone has a part to play, and each part is meant to be heard; each voice is

unique.

This is where Gwyneth's choice for the work's title, Open the Door, becomes clear.
Though the piece starts thin and Walker uses the silence to portray the inital isolation
of each section, it quickly becomes a chattering collection of melodious voices all
speaking the same language. They talk and reply to one another in a beautiful discussion
that’s open and free. What we hear isn't a closed conversation, nor is it one where the
ideas can be presented in isolation. It's a collsborative work where the context of each
subsequent phease is prefaced by the section prior, until everycae is chanting, playing
in a triumphant march to finality.

Polovtsian Dances From Prince Igor (Premiered 1890)
Alexander Borodin

Born Nov. 121833 in Saint Petersburg, Russia.

Died Feb. 27 1887 in Saint Petersburg, Russia.

Alexander Boredin:

Russian Composer Alexander Borodin is historically notable for his nationalistic style
and lush orchestration. Heavily influenced by the artistic culture of Saint Petersburg
in the late 19th century, he was the son of a Georgian nobleman and a married
Russian woman 37 years his junior. Because of his illegitimate birth, he was denied
the noble status that would have otherwise resulted from his Father's bloodline
under the feudal system of the Russian Empire. Nonetheless, he enjoyed a
comfortable upbringing financed by his father, recerving extensive education in
music and the sciences from private tutors. He studied chemistry at the Medical-
Surgical Academy of Saint Petersburg, earning his doctorate in 1858. Because of his
formal training in the subject, scientific research in chemistry became his primary
career. He began studying composition with Mily Balakirev in his spare time in 1862,
developing a passion that led to his secondary career as a composer.

Borodin’s asscciation with Balakirev led him to join a prominent group of 19th
century Russian Composers known as “The Five" that in addition to Balakirev, also
included Casar Cui, Modest Mussorgsky, and Nikolay Rimsky-Keorsakov, These
composers were informed by a sperit of Russian nationalism that emphasized Russian
folk influences and scught to create a distinct Russian tradition free from foreign
influence. Many of Boredin's compositions were influenced by Russian history, folk
tales, and folk melodies. Remembered most prominently for his three

symphonses and his opera Prince Igor, Boredin's contributions were ultimately
limited by his relatively early desth at age 53 in 1887.



Polovtsian Dances:

Borodin began compoesing Prince Igor in 1869, working on the opera sporadically
throughout the latter half of his Iife. The work was left unfinished at the time of his
death in 1887, and was finished by his contemporaries Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov and
Alexander Glazunov. The work premiered on November 4, 1890 in Saint
Petersburg, Russia. The plot presents a dramatized account of the 12th century Rus
Prince Igor Swyatoslavich and his experience during the invasion of Cuman or
“Polovtsian” tribes into southern Russia. An operatic scene in which Igor and his son
Viadimir are kidnapped by the Cuman ruler Konchak serves as the basis for the
Polovtsian Dances. In spite of their captivity, Konchak receives the noblemen as
honored guests, ordering his subjects to perform traditional dances to entertain
them. The musical contrast present between each of the dances conveys a range of
emotion. Each dance is presented by a different age and gender demographic of the
Polovtsians. Following a short Andantino introduction, the *Gliding Dance of the
Maidens” establishes a flowing, legato melody that remains a motivic idea
throughout the piece. The “Wild Dance of the Men" and “Dance of

the Boys™ provide exciting emotional contrast, complemented with “General
Dance" interludes. Though the work originally utilized both vocal and instrumental
orchestration, it is often performed today as a standalone orchestral piece.

In the News in 1890:

- The Kingdom of Italy established Eritrea as a formal colony on January 1. Located
in the Horn of Africa, the borders of Eritrea had been formed by the Berlin
Conference as part of the 1880s scramble for Africa.

I-The Sherman Antitrust Act was signed into law in the United States on July 2. The

act attempted to strengthen protections against moncpolies and properly regulate
commaerce.

The Meip Constitution goes into effect in Japan on November 29. The Maip
constitution established a mixed form of absolute and constitutional monarchy,
creating the Diet as a naticnal parliament.

-Tehaikovsky's Sleeping Beauty ballet premiered at the Imperial Marunsky Theater
in St. Petersburg, Russia on January 15. While Tehaikovsky was a contemporary of
Borodin, their compositional styles greatly differed from each other.
