In the early 1980y, Susan Katerman found
herself desining to create a unique, high-
quality mencal expersence for young
musicians in Indanapolis and central Indana.
Ot of that desire, the New World Chamber
Orchestra was born. Under Mrs, Kitterman's
drection, this small ensemble of less than 20
muncians matured artatically, grew in size,
ncreased its performance and educational
opportunition, and receved high acclaim from
the community. The growth has continued
over the organization's 37 seasons and now
bossts 3 leveled ensembles with over 200
total members from ages 9 to 18,
Supplemental educational cpportunitees
necluding Music Theory, Music Hatory,
Chamber playing, and Conducting have been
offered to orchestra members in addition to
master classes, section coaching, performing
towry, and vints to and from collegiate music
schools in Indiana. Many of cur young
muscians alo sttend summer muc camps
and particpate in concerto competitions, the

Program Notes

Festive Intrada - Scott Watson (b. 1962)

Written in the Classical style, Festive Intrada is an energetic and bright work that
serves as a great opener for the 22-23 season. The piece begins with an
introduction of the theme by the upper strings, and gains strength and force with
the entrance of the cello and bass soon after. The work continues its engaging
opening, before slowing to a delicate middle section. The middle section ends with
a deliberate build-up, returning us back to the bright opening theme, and the peece
finishes with a flourish!

Suo Gan - Traditional Welsh Folk Seng, arr. Carl Strommen (b. 1939)

Suo Gan is & traditional Welsh song, dating back more than 200 years. The title
(pronounced close to sio-gun) translates to simply “lullaby,” and that is precisely
what the piece is. A poetic translation of the first two verses reads:

Hush, my dear one, sleep serenely
Now my lovely, shumber deep.
Mother rocks you, humming lowly
Close your eyes now, go to sleep.

Angels hover, ever nearer
Looking on your smiling face.

| will hold you, close enfold you
Close your eyes now, go to sleep.



Concert Orchestra Program Notes, continued

This arrangement begins with a violn sclo, introducing our melody, like the mother
hummeng to thew child, The orchestra pins gently, guiding the piece forward, Each
verse builds slightly in intensity, but never 5o strong as to wake the kttle ene, and the
work ends slowly and softly as the child drifts off to sleep.

Childgrove - Anonymous, arr. Shirl Jae Atwell (b, 1949)

Not much is known about the origin of the country-dance tune Childgrove, other
than that it dates to the early 17005, and that it was immensely popular in both
English and American dance books (compdations of fiddle, contradanse, and folk
dance works with melodses, lyrics, and basic step info). The title may have come
from a town in England (named Childgrove); or perhaps named after the estate of »
prominent businessman named Josiah Child, therefore “Child's grove.” The work has
a rather somber and dark sound for a dance tune, but still prowides a quick and
upbeat feel. This masterful arrangement by Shirl Jae Atwell passes the melody
around to all sections, giving each instrumaent their moment.

Centrifuge - Katheyn Griesinger (b. 1979)

The definition of centrifuge is “a machine with a rapadly rotating container that
applies centrifugal force to its contents...” This piece by Kathryn Griesinger depicts
just that, with a fast, repeating motif of rotating eighth notes. Listen for the spinning
theme to be bounced around from one section to another, ever spinning and gaining
in momentum. A brief middle section provides some tense respite, with rising and
falling pizzicato lines in the upper strings. Then, the orchestral centrifuge starts back
up, spinning to a powerful finish.
